Applicant is hereby applying for funding through the Iowa Attorney General-Crime Victim Assistance Division in support of a Violence Against Women Prosecutor (s). Violence Against Women Prosecutors are responsible for the prosecution of the domestic abuse, sexual assault, and/or stalking cases through the County Attorney’s Office. Violence Against Women Prosecutors may also prosecute abuse-related offenses, such as criminal mischief, burglary, kidnapping, and child endangerment. 

Violence Against Women Prosecutors are responsible for the delivery of a wide range of services. Services include filing appropriate revocations for offenders who do not comply with court orders and/or conditions of their sentences or probation. Violence Against Women Prosecutors act as a resource for law enforcement to provide charging information, search warrant support, and answer other questions related to investigation of the above-named crimes. 

Activities may include, but are not limited to:

· Filing appropriate revocations for offenders who do not comply with court orders or conditions of sentences and probation. 
· Act as a resource for law enforcement in providing charging information, search warrant support, and answer questions related to the investigation of the above named-crimes.
· Be available to train law enforcement on areas of expertise, such as domestic violence issues.
· Identify and respond to crime victims’ needs and safety issues throughout criminal prosecution.
· Coordinate with the County Attorney’s Office Victim Witness Coordinator, if applicable, to ensure victims are given maximum opportunities for support throughout the duration of the criminal case, including restitution hearings.
· Encourage victim registration to ensure victim notification and information.
· Refer victims to other programs such as victim notification systems, protective orders, Safe at Home, Crime Victim Compensation, and community-based DA/SA/Shelter service providers. 
· Manage the STOP VAWA grant, including collecting data, completing performance reports, and writing the yearly STOP VAWA grant application.
· Attendance to all meetings and workshops required by the STOP VAWA grant.
· Provide training and technical assistance to prosecutors and other allied professionals on prosecutions of Violence Against Women cases through a statewide program. 

County Attorney’s Offices must use grant funds to support Special STOP VAWA Prosecutor activities. Grant funding must not supplant (replace) county funding already appropriated for this position.
